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Military Members to Bring Parade Assets to VA and Visit with Patients

In the parade will be members of the US Army, US Navy, US Marine Corps and US Air Force from local contingents including the Arizona National Guard, Luke AFB, the Navy Operational Support Center and the Marine Corps Reserve Center.
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On Thursday, Nov. 10 at 9 a.m. at the VA hospital, the Arizona National Guard will be delivering 10 military HMMWVs, several Light Medium Tactical Vehicles (LMTVs pictured here) and 5-ton trucks as part of the transport vehicles for the annual VA Veterans Day Parade.

 

After delivering the vehicles (around 9:45 a.m.), members of the Arizona National Guard will have “Coffee Talk” with patients in the VA Community Living Center.  Here the young troops and older Veterans will share their camaraderie in telling stories of their time in military service. The Phoenix VA Veterans Day Parade runs northbound from the Phoenix VA Health Care System beginning at Seventh Street and Montecito, turning westbound on Camelback Road, then northbound on Central Avenue to Bethany Home Road, where it will destage at North Phoenix Baptist Church.
