In 2007, Mock was mobilized and Operations Chief supporting combat operations in Iraq with the 1st Marine Expeditionary Force. He retired from the US Navy as a Senior Chief Utilitiesman after 20 years of service in June 2012.

Mock has a bachelor’s degree in business administration from Columbia College and was licensed as a Senior Reactor Operator at two U.S. nuclear stations.
