Giant Balloons Part of VA Veterans Day Parade Line-Up

VA Physician, VA Nurse, Bald Eagle, Uncle Sam, “Rosie the Riveter” and Purple Heart to Soar over Crowd 

PHOENIX, AZ  ─  The Phoenix VA Health Care System’s annual VA Veterans Day Parade  is set for Friday Nov. 11, at 11 a.m.  One of the nation’s premier Veterans Day celebrations, the parade features nearly 100 patriotic entries, including seven giant helium balloons. 

Depicting a member of the VA Medical Corps Physicians is a 40-foot tall doctor. The provider represents all the doctors, hospitalists, physician assistants and nurse practitioners who serve as providers of health care to more than 80,000 Veterans who receive care at the Phoenix VA Health Care System.  The PVAHCS is comprised of the Carl T. Hayden VA Medical Center in downtown Phoenix along with seven community clinics in Buckeye, Globe-Miami, Northwest (Surprise), Payson, Show Low, Southeast (Mesa), and Thunderbird.

Joining the doctor will be a balloon depicting a U.S. Army Nurse Corps from World War I.  Named Vannah, she will be guided by nurses of the Phoenix VA Health Care system.  The balloon honors all VA nurses who, for decades, have been committed to providing excellent care to Veterans with the compassion and respect they deserve.  Just as Veterans have improved the lives of all Americans, VA nurses improve the lives of Veterans through health education, disease prevention, rehabilitation and palliative care. The700 nurses assist, support and empower Veterans and their families to achieve high levels of wellness.

Other balloons include the Purple Heart, which pays tribute to those wounded or killed at the hands of the enemy during wartime. The giant balloon depicts in detail the Purple Heart medal, created by Gen. George Washington in 1782. 

An American bald Eagle balloon, with outspread wings spanning 35 feet, also will soar over the parade. The bald eagle, a species unique to North America was chosen in 1782 as the emblem of the United States, serving as a symbol of freedom and perseverance for our nation. This will be the seventh year the eagle has flown in the VA Veterans Day Parade.

As a recruitment tool of the Armed Forces since World War I, the Uncle Sam balloon continues to inspire people to join all branches of the military in order to preserve and protect our freedom.  The Uncle Sam balloon is 47 feet tall 
The 40-foot Rosie the Riveter balloon honors thousands of women who went to work on factory lines during World War II, while men were engaged in the war abroad. Government ads campaigning for women to join the workforce sparked the title “Rosie the Riveter.” In countless conflicts, women have served stateside in the military or in civilian roles to support our country and our military.

Balloon inflation begins at 8 a.m. on parade day.  After the giant balloons are filled, each will be carefully guided along the parade route by teams of handlers from the Army and Air National Guard and VA employees and volunteers, who will navigate the balloons around overhead power lines, street signs and traffic lights.

The parade will take a zigzag route, heading north on Seventh Street from Montecito to Camelback Road. It will turn west on Camelback and proceed to Central Avenue, and then turn north on Central to Montebello, just north of Bethany Home Road, where it will destage at North Phoenix Baptist Church.
