Entries are judged for creativity, originality, skill and overall presentation at the local competition slated for Feb. 13 and 14 at Memorial Hall at Steele Indian School Park, 300 E. Indian School Road (corner of Third Street and Indian School Road).
The “Put Your Heart Into Art” show will open from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m., Feb.14 at Memorial Hall at Steele Indian School Park.  Winners will be announced at 11:30 a.m.
