<PHOENIX> ─ The <VA> <Veterans Day> Parade  will kick off at 11 a.m. on Monday, Nov. 12.  The following information includes street closures and restrictions along the parade route, speaker tower locations and fly-over restrictions.  Spectators are encouraged to take the Light Rail to the Central and Camelback stop and then fill the parade route on Camelback, with most availability.

Parade Route and <Street> Closures:  The parade <will> run <North> on <7th> <Street>, turning <West> on Camelback <Road><, and> turn <north> on Central <Avenue> ending at Bethany Home <Road> at <North> <Phoenix> <Baptist> <Church><.>  
Parade route <street> closures and restrictions <will> be <in> <effect> from 9 <a.m.> to 2 <p.m.>:
· Central <Avenue>: <Closure> from Bethany Home <Road> to Mariposa <Street>; limited to <local> access at Indian <School> <Road> for northbound <traffic> up to Mariposa <Street>.

· Camelback <Road>: <Closure> from Central <Avenue> to <8th> Place; limited to <local> access at 12th <Street> for westbound <traffic> up to <8th> <Street>.

· <Missouri> <Street>: <Closure> from <3rd> <Avenue> to <4th> <Street>; limited to <local> access at <7th> <Avenue> for eastbound <traffic> up to <1st> <Avenue>; limited to <local> access at <7th> <Street> for westbound <traffic> to <1st> <Street>.

· <7th> <Street>: <Closure> from Indian <School> <Road> to Pasadena <Avenue>; limited to <local> access at Bethany Home <Road> for southbound <traffic> up to 300 feet <north> of Camelback <Road>.

· Highland <Avenue>: Limited to <local> access at 12th <Street> for westbound <traffic> to <8th> <Street>. 

Military Flyover – 11 and 11:30 <a.m.> Special flyovers are planned to kick off the <annual> <VA> <Veterans Day> Parade.
