

“Spanky” Spangler, Vietnam Veteran and Hall of Fame Stuntman,

To Serve as Stuntman Grand Marshal of VA Veterans Day Parade

Has Performed in TV and Movies, Holds 22 World Records for Stunts

Decorated Soldier and Youngest Green Beret
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Spanky Spangler has performed death-defying stunts all over the world. With 22,000 stunts to his credit and 22 world records, he is known as the "Original Fall Guy."  Spangler has been inducted into three Stuntman Halls of Fame. In the past three years, more than 180 million people have watched him perform his amazing stunts, including a record car jump of 328 feet, flaming car crashes and jumping out of a hot-air balloon. 

Spangler enlisted in the Army during the Vietnam War and served his country first as a paratrooper and later as a Green Beret. He became a decorated soldier and the youngest Green Beret to this date. His experiences in the armed forces helped prepare him for what was to come. 

Spangler has appeared in television shows and movies, and has produced and directed for TV. He also has performed in front of crowds in excess of 300,000 all over the world. Among his many awards, he holds the distinction of having an official day named for him in the state of Arizona.

This year’s parade features a special salute to veterans of the Vietnam War.
