VA Medical Center Staff Builds Float

for one of Nation’s Top Veterans Day Parades 
PHOENIX —Several VA employees will be decorating the Carl T. Hayden VA Medical Center (CTHVAMC) float for the 10th Annual VA Veterans Day Parade on Saturday, November 4, from 8 a.m. to 12 noon.  Float decorating will take place outside of Building 21, on the northeast corner of the Carl T. Hayden VA Medical Center grounds, near Central High School.

The CTVAMC float will reflect the parade theme, “Celebrating America’s Veterans − Heroes Through the Decades,” and will highlight the parade’s 10th anniversary. The float will have the bald eagle and the five service symbols as part of its décor.
The VA Veterans Day Parade is one of the nation’s largest such parades to honor all who have served in the military.
“We have a lot of work to do to prepare the float for the parade,” says Mike King, VA Equipment Mechanic at the CTHVAMC and team leader for the float decorating.  “We’ll be looking at the plans, hammering, nailing and gluing items in place. We’re honored to do this each year for our veterans.”

Employees of Phoenix-based TriWest Healthcare Alliance also will be decorating the company’s float entry at the VA Medical Center this Saturday. TriWest administers the TRICARE health care program for men and women serving in the military, military retirees, and their families.

The VA Medical Center Veterans Day Parade kicks off at 11 a.m. on Saturday, November 11, and runs northbound on 7th Street from Montecito to Camelback, west on Camelback to Central, and north on Central to Montebello.
