World War II Veteran to Donate Unique Art Piece to 

Carl T. Hayden VA Medical Center Gallery

Ceremony takes place at VA Gallery, Thursday, July 3 at 1 p.m.
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 The Carl T. Hayden VA Medical Center will be receiving a World War II inspired art piece from veteran William Schupe, on Thursday, July 3 at 1 p.m.  The art work will be placed in the VA Medical Center Gallery on the 7th Street side of the medical center. 

The art piece includes a beautifully handcrafted eagle, World War II medallion, and American Flag. The background shows a hand painted scene of soldiers arising from the clouds and another scene of the important moment when American soldiers raised the flag on Iwo Jima. 
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Schupe, an 82 year-old World War II veteran who served in the Navy’s Third Amphibious Forces, constructed the piece by himself in his home. “It took me over seven years to complete it,” he said. “I really wanted to just put it in a place where people can enjoy it.”  

Schupe is currently receiving hospice care from our VA.
