Flu (influenza) season is here and VA encourages all eligible veterans to get their free flu shot, in order to help prevent the flu. 

Why should you get vaccinated?  The flu is very contagious.  It is caused by a virus which spreads from people who are infected.  Anyone can get the flu; it can make some people very sick or even cause death.  The flu vaccine can prevent the flu. 

For eligible veterans flu shots will be offered as follows: 

· Flu shots will be offered from 8 a.m. until noon and 1 to 3 p.m. Monday through Friday in the Ambulatory Care Clinic hallway for the entire flu season beginning on October 8, 2008 
· Phoenix VA Hospital, Ambulatory Care Clinic basement, Flu Shot Clinic: Wednesday October 29 thru Friday Oct 31 from 8 a.m. to noon and 1 to 3 p.m. 

· Get Your Flu Shot at the Drive Through!  Drive-through Clinic, Phoenix Ambulatory Care Clinic main entrance traffic circle:   Third Street and Indian School, Saturday, November 1 from 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. 

· Globe:  Wednesday 10/22 and 10/29 from 1300-1500, also Wednesday11/5 and 11/6, 0800-1200 and 1300-1500. 

· Mesa (SE) VA Health Care Clinic: Saturday Oct 18, Oct 25th and Nov 1 from 8 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. 

· Showlow VA Health Care Clinic: Available with scheduled health care appointments 

· Sun City (NW) VA Health Care Clinic:  Every Tues, Weds, Thurs; Oct 28 through Nov 26th from 8 a.m. until noon 

This year participants will receive a 2009 "Salute to Our Veterans" calendar. 

Media please note:  Veterans must fall into the eligible category for provision of health care services established by Congress.  The majority of veterans who currently come to VA for their health care will meet the free flu shot criteria.
