PHOENIX - While our nation's holiday to thank and honor veterans has just passed, two events at the Phoenix VA Health Care System (PVAHCS) this week will continue to show veterans in need that they are not forgotten. 

Luncheon and Clothing Giveaway for Homeless Vets 

What:  Veterans Appreciation Day: VA Thanksgiving Luncheon and Clothing Giveaway for Homeless Veterans 

When: Wed., Nov. 25,  11 a.m. - 2 p.m. 

Where:   Carl T. Hayden VA Medical Center, 650 E. Indian School Road, Phoenix, Building 4 

Enter off Seventh Street, just north of Indian School Road at the light marked VA Medical Center; Building 4 is the first building to your right 

Why:    On any given night, about 2,700 veterans of military service are homeless in Maricopa County.  The event, sponsored by the GFWC Paradise Valley Junior Woman's Club and the GFWC Paradise Valley General Woman's Club, will provide a catered luncheon for up to 200 homeless veterans and VA staff serving them. The event is being coordinated by the VA's CHALENG (Community Homelessness Assessment, Local Education and Networking Groups) program. New and nearly new clothing items will also be provided to the homeless veterans thanks to the woman's clubs sponsoring the event. Veterans are coming from VA programs that serve homeless veterans and those who are moving out of homelessness. 

Turkey Carving and Thanksgiving Dinner 

What:  Traditional Thanksgiving dinner for elderly and disabled veterans who reside at the PVAHCS's Community Living Center (CLC) 
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When: Thurs., Nov. 27, The turkey will be carved at 11: 30 a.m. 

Where:   Carl T. Hayden VA Medical Center, 650 E. Indian School Road, Phoenix, Community Living Center Dining Room 

Enter off Seventh Street, at the first left just north of Indian School Road. The CLC entrance is just north of the main entrance to the Medical Center 

Why:    While the CLC is home to nearly 80 elderly and disabled veterans, most of them will be with family on Thanksgiving. However, about 20 veterans will not have a family  Thanksgiving, so the VA is creating one for them - with a traditional dinner that also includes stuffing and pumpkin pie.
